Terms & Conditions — Intuit® Payroll Services Complete Payroll

In this Payroll Service Agreement ("Agreement”), “Client” refers to the company for whom any and all of the payroll and payroll related data procesing services covered by this Agreement or which Client may,
from time to time during the term of this Agreement, request be provided to it (the “Services”) and whose name and authorized representative’s signature appears on this Agreement. Subject to the terms and
conditions of this Agreement, Intuit Inc. or one of its wholly owned subsidiaries, including Computing Resources, Inc., ("Intuit”) agree to provide the Services.

1. AGREEMENT DOCUMENTS & PAYROLL OUTPUT. This Agreement, the rates for specific Services set
forth on the Complete Payroll Fee Schedule, Federal Form 8855 Reporting Agent Authorization form(s), and
other enrollment forms (hereinafter “Agreement Documents”) identify Client requirements for the Services.
The payroll reports (hereinafter “Payroll Output”), define the current Services Client is requesting. Client
agrees the Payroll Output is deemed correct each time received and Intuit will not be liable for any errors
unless Client notifies Intuit of any errors or changes within one (1) bank business day of the date of the payroll
check(s) or direct deposit(s) ("Payroll Check”). Client agrees to cooperate with Intuit to recover funds erroneously
included in any payroll check issued to any payee or credited to any payee’s account in error.

2. CONVERSION SERVICES AND DOCUMENTS. After the acceptance of this Agreement by Intuit, Intuit
shall convert the files necessary for the Client to use the Services to a format compatible with the Services.
Client agrees to cooperate with Intuit and provide Intuit with all necessary documents, information and assistance
required for Intuit to successfully convert the Client files. If all the documents requested by Intui are not
received and/or proper procedures are not followed, Intuit may refuse to provide the Services to Client until
such matters are completely resolved. Client will assign a liaison person to assist and cooperate with such
conversion. Intuit shall determine when the Client files have been successfully converted and when the
Services are operational and available for Client's use. Intuit is not responsible for any tax liabilities, penalties
and/or interest incurred by Client arising from incorrect deposits, filings or payroll liabilities originating prior
to client processing its first fully-funded payroll run with Intuit ("First Payroll Date”).

3. TAX SERVICES. In order for Client's IRS FORM W-2 statements and payroll tax reporting to be accurate,
wage and tax information submitted by the Client must be reconciled with Client's tax returns and records for
the current calendar year. Client is responsible for any liablity arising from its failure to submit accurate
information in a timely manner to Intuit or to provide necessary funds to Intuit. If a taxing authority imposes
a penalty on or assesses interest against Client solely as a result of an error or omission made by Intuit in
performing the Tax Services hereunder, Intuit will (i) pay all penalties resulting from such error or omission,
and (i) pay any interest charges imposed on Client for the failure to deposit funds with the appropriate taxing
authority. Client, in every case, shall be responsible for the payment of the prinicipal amount of taxes and
any penalities or interest not expressly covered in the preceding sentence. Client is responsible for compliance
with provisions of the IRS Code and other applicable federal, state or local payroll laws and/or regulations.
Should Intuit deviate from its standard policies or procedures in accordance with Client’s request, Client
understands that Client shall be solely responsible for all consquences resulting from such action.

4. COMMUNICATION LINES. Intuit shall have no responsibility for the expense of the establishment or
maintenance of the communication lines used by Client in accessing the Services and shall not have any
responsibility or liability for any interruption or termination of those communication lines.

5. FEES, PAYMENT, TAXATION. Client agrees to pay Intuit for the Services at the rates specified in the
Complete Payroll Fee Schedule (assuming no changes in requirements, specifications, volumes or quanties).
Ninety days following the date of this Agreement, Intuit may increase the price for Services from time to time
on 30 days written notice. Client agrees to pay Intuit for payroll and other services included in the Services
that are not specifically referred to on the reverse side of this Agreement at Intuit's then prevailing prices for
such Services including an inactivity fee in any month in which client does not process payroll. Client agrees
to pay Intuit all applicable taxes levied on charges incurred hereunder. Upon the receipt of payment from you
for the Services, you authorize Intuit to deduct the amount of fees for the Service from such payment, and
then apply any remaining funds to satisfy any federal and state liability. Intuit may also review Clients’s use
of the Service, frequency of payroll processing, credit status or other factors from time to time, and may termi-
nate the Service after stich a review.

6. INTEGRATION. If Client has elected to use the Services in conjunction with the QuickBooks desktop or
Online Edition accounting software programs ("QuickBooks”). Client hereby authorizes Intuit to send data
electronically to Client’s copy or copies of QuickBooks. Client agrees that Intuit will not be liable in any way
if the Services cannot be performed completely or accurately because of anything not reasonably within its
control, including problems with the communication lines. Use of the Services may affect some functionality
of QuickBooks. Client is solely responsible for verifying that the data transferred to QuickBooks using the
Services has been received and is accurate. In order to continue to receive the integrated service. Client
may be required to obtain the most recent version of QuickBooks.

7. ACCOUNT MANAGEMENT/ACH. Client hereby authorizes Intuit to create and transmit ACH files for the

rpose of moving money through the Automated Clearing House (ACH) pursuant to the terms of this Agreement

the rules of the National Automated Clearing House Association. Intuit is authorized to withdraw from

Client's Designated Payroll Debit Account, specifically by Client, as appliciable, such amounts as are necessary
to fund the Services, to collect interest accrued on any amounts owing, and/or pay Clients’ tax penalties and/or
interest, if any, or for any other reason required by Intuit to move money electronically through the ACH in
order to perform the Services. Amounts withdrawn for payroll taxes will be held by Intuit until such time as
those payments are due to the appropriate tax agencies. Any amounts inadvertently overpaid to a taxing
authority by Intuit on Client’'s behalf shall be reimbursed by Client to Intuit within 1 business day of Client's
receipt of the refund from the taxing authority. If such reimbursement is not made to Intuit, then Intuit may
debot Client’s Payroll Debit Account in the amount of the overpayment. No interest will be paid to Client on
these amounts once they have been withdrawn form Client’s account. Client shall have no right to cancel or
amend any entry after its receipt by Intuit. At Client's request, Intuit shall use reasonable efforts to cancel or
amend an entry prior to transmittal to the ACH, but Intuit shall have no liability if such cancellation is not
effected. Intuit is not responsible for the actions of others with respect to the amount, accuracy, timeliness
or transmittals or authorization of entries received from Client. Intuit may refuse to follow Client's payment
instructions if it reasonably believes that Client's bank balance is insufficient to cover the dollar aount of the
payment instructions or has not yet received a wire transfer for an amount equal to the payroll, or for any other
reason Intuit deems reasonable in its sole discretion. If any amount debited against the Client is dishonored
or returned or any reason, such as, but not limited to, non-sufficient funds, account closure, inability to locate
account, or reversal by Client and/or its bank, Intuit may: (i) reverse any corresponding credit issued to Client,
Client's employees or any other party without liability to Client or any other party, (ii) refuse to release the
Payroll Output to Client, (iii) place a stop payment on all payroll checks, cancel all PayCards, cancel Client's
UniChek service, or reverse direct deposit transactions, (iv) cancel the tax service effective immediately, in
which case liability for all payroll taxes and payroll tax processing will become the sole responsibility of Client,
(v) refuse to perform further Services including but not limited to year-end and W-2 services, (vi) apply any
money currently held by Intuit to any amount owed to Intuit by Client, and/or (vii) immediately terminate this
Agreement. Intuit may assess and collect interest at 18%, or up to the highest rate permitted by law on any
amounts owing and unpaid ten (10) days after demand. If further collection attempts are required, all Intuit's
collection costs, including any costs associated with termination of this Agreement and including but not limited
to, reasonable attorneys’ fees, where permitted by law, will be paid by Client to Intuit. This Section 7 shall,
to the extent applicable, survive the termination of this Agreement.

8. ACCOUNT AUTHORITY. Client understands that any person designated as a Primary Principal, Principal,
Primary Contact, Payroll Administrator, Payroll Contact, Contact or similar designation on the account has full
authority with respect to all of the Services. Full authority includes but is not limited to running a payroll,
changing the payroll input method, printing or output method, pay frequency and amount, bank account
information, tax information, delivery method and/or address of the Payroll Output, adding or terminating an
employee, issuing bonus checks, issuing more than one check to an individual, and/or adding or terminating
one or more of the Services. Client may designate different levels of permissions for its users on WebEntry
and PC Entry. In addition to this Agreement, users of WebEntry and PC Entry are subject to the respective
End User License Agreement. Client will be issued a Password or Passwords to access Client’s account.
Client is responsible for safeguarding the Passwords and disseminating the Passwords only to those individuals
to whom they grant full authority on the account. If Client is unable to identify the Password, but is designated
as Principal or Payroll Administrator, then Intuit will use its best efforts to verify that the Cllent is authorized
on the account. Intuit reserves the right to change its account verification procedures from time to time without
providing notice to Client.

9. CONFIDENTIALITY OF CLIENT FILES; FILE SECURITY AND RETENTION. Any files or other information
provided by Client to Intuit for use with the Services ("Client Files”) shall remain the confidential information
of Client. Intuit shall treat the Client Files as confidential and will use that information only for the purpose of
providing the Services. Intuit will provide reasonable security provisions to insure that third parties do not
have access to the Client Files. Notwithstanding the foregoing restrictions on use and disclosure of confidential
information, Intuit may disclose confidential information (i) to the extent required, to third parties that may be
providing certain functions related to the Services, (i) to the extent required by a court of competent jurisdiction
or other governmental authority to which it is subject, or (jii) on a “need-to-know" basis to its legal counsel
and accountants who are under an obligation of confidentiality. Intuit reserves the right to issue and change
regulations and procedures from time to time to improve security. Intuit will take reasonable precautions to
prevent the loss or alteration to the Client Files, but Intuit does not guarantee against any such loss or alteration.
Accordingly, Client will, to the extent it deems necessary, keep corles of all source documents of the information
delivered to Intuit or |nput by Client into the Intuit system and will maintain a procedure external to the Intuit
system for the reconstruction of lost or altered Client Files.

Client acknowledges that all computer programs,
tutorials and related documentation made available by Intuit to Client as part of the Services (the “Intuit
Products”) are the exclusive property of Intuit and its licensors. Intuit and its licensors retain all rights, title
and interest in and to all copyrights, patents, trademarks, service marks and other proprietary rights
contained in the Intuit Products, respectively. Intuit hereby grants Client a personal, non-exclusive, non-
transferable license, to use, solely for Client's own business, the application software programs included
in the Intuit Products (the “Software”), which are delivered to Client as part of the Services, if any, in
accordance with the Software’s End User License Agreement(s). Client shall have no interest in the
Software, except for the license granted under this Agreement. Client shall receive all enhancements,
modifications and updates to the Software that are delivered to Client as part of the Services (if any) as
made available by Intuit. All such enhancements, modifications and updates may be delivered to Client
in any form, at Intuit's discretion. Client may make one copy of each diskette or other media on which
the Software is contained solely for Client’s backup or archival purposes in sulpport of Client's use of the
Services. Except as set forth in the immediately preceding sentence, Client shall not copy, distribute, share,
resell or otherwise transfer, or allow anyone else to copy, distribute, share, resell or otherwise transfer, in
whole or in part, any of the Intuit Products or Software.

SERVICES).

11. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY. Intuit's sole liability to Client or any third party for claims, notwithstanding
the form of such claims, (e.g. contract, negligence or otherwise), arising (i) in connection with the Services
and caused by Intuit, or (ii) out of Intuit making an error in interpretation of federal, state and/or local payroll
tax laws, roles or regulations, shall be to furnish a correct report, a correct paycheck or the correct data,
as the case may be, and to correct the Client and Intuit files, provided that Client promptly advises Intuit
thereof. Where the error or omission is an interruption in or delay of the Services for any reason, Intuit
shall use commermaIIP/ reasonable efforts to provide such Services and/or to resume the Services as
promptly as reasonably practicable. Client agrees that, except for actions required to correct Intuit's errors,
Intuit will not be liable for any loss or damage, |nclud|ng but not limited to loss of profits, loss of business,
loss of use, caused by Intuit’s delay in furnishing Services, products and/or equipment. Except as prowded
in Section 3 above, in no event will Intuit’s liability for any act or omission relating to the Services exceed
the total charge for Services provided for the three (3) month period immediately preceding such act or
omission by Intuit. In no event shall Intuit be liable to reimburse Client for time spent by Client or Client's
accountant or other legal or financial professional, to resolve any type of issue or problem with the Services.
Intuit shall not be responsible for any losses resulting from the actions of Client or any third party with
respect to Client's UniChek account. Client acknowledges that Intuit is not rendering legal, tax, accounting,
or investment advice in connection with the Services to be performed.

THE SERVICES ARE PROVIDED “AS-IS”, AND TO THE MAXIMUM EXTENT PERMITTED BY APPLICABLE
LAW, INTUIT DISCLAIMS ALL OTHER REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES, EXPRESSED OR
IMPLIED, REGUARDING THESE SERVICES, INCLUDING THEIR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR
PURPOSE, THEIR QUALITY, OR THEIR MERCHANTABILITY.

IN NO EVENT WILL INTUIT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR SPECIAL, INDIRECT, PUNATIVE, INCIDENTAL OR
CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES WHICH CLIENT MAY INCUR OR EXPERIENCE ON ACCOUNT OF
ENTERING INTO OR RELYING ON THIS AGREEMENT, EVEN IF INTUIT HAS BEEN ADVISED OF THE
POSSIBILITY OF SUCH DAMAGES.

12. CHANGES IN TERMS, POLICY, PROCEDURE, SERVICES OR FORMS. Except as specifically set
forth herein, Intuit may make changes to any term or condition of this Agreement. Intuit will provide notice
of any such change upon Client’s request and will provide notice of any such change where required by
law. Continued use of the Services constitutes Client's agreement to any change. Intuit may establish
certain security limits on payroll transactions such as a maximum number of transactions in a time period
or a maximum dollar amount of transactions. Intuit may change these limits from time to time and may
terminate the Services after such a review. You understand that if you subscribe to the Service to process
payroll fraudulently, Intuit will share your name and other information we collect with similar payroll processors
in an attempt to collect outstanding amounts you owe to Intuit and other payroll processors.

13. TERM AND TERMINATION; DEFAULT BY CLIENT; REMEDIES UPON DEFAULT. During the first
90 days of Service with respect to Services covered by this Agreement (other than tax filing Services) Client
may terminate this Agreement at any time; thereatfter, either Intuit or Client may terminate this Agreement
upon 30 days prior written notice to the other. Should Client (a) default in the paﬁment of any sum of
money hereunder, (b) default in the performance of any other obligations under this Agreement, or (c)
commit an act of Bankruptcy or become the subject of any proceeding under the Bankruptcy Act or become
insolvent, or if any substantial portion of Client’s property becomes subject to levy, seizure, assignment,
application for sale for or by any creditor or governmental agency, then, in any such event, Intuit, at its
option, may, upon written notice thereof, (i) immediately terminate the Agreement, (ii) declare all amounts
due and to become immediately due and payable, (iii) require Client to deposit an amount equal to its
average future monthly or annual processing charges, and/or (iv) require Client to prepay for any future
Services. Effective upon termination, all Services, including but not limited to paying and depositing
withholding taxes, filing Form 941, Year-End and W-2 services, shall immediately become the sole
responsibility of Client. Intuit will be entitled to allocate any funds remitted or otherwise made available
by Client as Intuit (in its sole discretion) may deem appropriate.

14. ATTORNEY'S FEES. In the event of a dispute in connection with which any party to this Agreement
employs counsel tp pursue, protect or enforce any of the rights afforded that party by the terms hereof or
by the terms of any related agreement or to defend against any claims of any other party hereto which
arise out of this Agreement or any related agreement, and such party initiates an action in court (including
appellate courts), the non-prevailing party in such dispute agrees to pay all attorneys’ fees, expert witnesses’
fees and costs actually incurred by the prevailing party in connection with such dispute and all such fees
and costs actually incurred by the prevailing party in collecting or enforcing any settlement agreement or
judgment relating to such dispute.

15. MISCELLANEOQOUS. Client shall not assign this Agreement without the prior written consent of Intuit,
which consent shall not unreasonably be withheld. It is understood and agreed that any consent granted
by Intuit to any such assignment shall not be deemed a waiver of the covenant herein contained against
assignment in any subsequent case. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the parties hereto
and their respective heirs, personal representatives, successors and permitted assigns. Intuit reserves
the right from time to time to utilize a third party engaged by Intuit to perform certain functions related to
the Services. This Agreement contains all of the covenants and agreements of the parties hereto with
respect to the matters contained herein. No prior agreement or understanding pertaining to any such matter
shall be effective for any purpose. The provisions of this Agreement shall be deemed independent and
severable, and the invalidity, partial invalidity or unenforceability of any provision shall not invalidate any
other provisions. No waiver of any breach of any of the provisions of this Agreement shall constitute a
waiver of any succeeding or preceding breach of the same, or of any other provisions contained herein.
To assure Client inquiries are handled promptly, courteously and accurately, Intuit's supervisory or
management personnel may monitor and/or record telephone conversations between Client and Intuit
without additional prior notification to Client or Client's employees and Client will so advise Client's employees
who communicate with Intuit by telephone.

16. GOVERNING LAW; LAWS AND GOVERNMENTAL REGULATIONS. This Agreement shall be governed

by and construed in accordance with the laws of the state of California, except for its conflicts of laws
rinciple. Client shall be responsible (a) for compliance with all laws and governmental re%ulations affecting

its business, and (b) for any use it may make of the Services to assist it in complying with such laws and

governmental regulations. Intuit shall not have any responsibility relating thereto including, without limitation,

ngiSing Client of Client’s responsibilities in complying with any governmental regulations affecting Client's
usiness.

17. INDEMNIFICATION. Client agrees to hold Intuit harmless against all claims made by Client or others
resulting from Intuit's reliance on information and/or data Client furnishes or resulting from activities Intuit
or their agents undertake at Client’s request, or at the request of anyone Intuit believes in good faith to be
an authorized agent of Client including, without limitation, costs, and reasonable attorney’s fees incurred
in connection with such claims.
